TO ALL CONTESTANTS AND PARENTS

1. All contestants must be a resident of or attend school in Mitchell County.

2. Girls currently holding a crown or title of another pageant will not be eligible for competition
unless they are scheduled to give up that title with 60 days of the Gnat Days Pageant. Winners
may compete for other titles after they are crowned as long as it doesn’t interfere with their Gnat
Days Title or obligations.

3. Mandatory rehearsals will be held Thursday, February 21st, and Friday, February 22nd at Mitchell
County High School at 5:30 p.m. Interviews will be held Saturday afternoon.

4. The judges’ decision is FINAL! No one will be allowed to visit or talk with the judges prior to or
following the competition unless the judges request such a meeting.

5. Please remember that there can be only one winner in each category. Contestants are
encouraged to exercise good sportsmanship at all times. Contestants or parents exhibiting
unsportsmanlike conduct will be escorted off the premises. All children are beautiful and
deserving of this win. The results and/or scores of the panel of judges are opinions only.

6. Winners and runner-ups will be expected to remain after the crowning for photo opportunities.

7. Parents of contestants ages 3 through 5 will be allowed to attend rehearsal. Parents of
contestants ages 6 through 16 will not be allowed to attend rehearsal.

8. No refunds will be given to any contestant after the February 15, 2008 entry deadline.
